Between 2007 and 2008, a Guide of £divers entitledZ biegiem t6dzkich rzek (Following
the Course of LadRivers)was developed (Fig. 1). It promotes active wayspénding
leisure time in urban areas located within therrixedleys, and the idea of SWITCH project.

The Guide consists of 8 sections. Each sectionarosa t.6d river, including its tributaries.
The publication’s objective is to inform Lédnhabitants of the role the rivers used to play in
the history of development of today’s image of @igy and of the changes that took place
within the past two centuries in the context of £&treams. The source areas, where the City
developed, provided the main stimulus of textilelustry development in tdd During
several decades, as a result of changes in thegrod technologies, the rivers ceased being
the sources of energy and raw materials and fitebbame collectors of post-industrial waste.
